Chicago book and installation artist Karen 
Hanmer’s intimate, playful works 
fragment and layer text and image to 
intertwine memory, cultural history, and 
the history of science. Her work weds the 
ancient act of book binding with the high-
tech use of the computer to aid her 
process. 
 
She exhibits widely, and her work is 
included in collections ranging from 
Stanford University and Tate Britain to 
National Museum of Women in the Arts 
and Graceland. Hanmer holds a degree in 
Economics from Northwestern University. She is Exhibitions Chair for the Guild of Book 
Workers, and serves on the editorial board of The Bonefolder, the peer reviewed online book arts 
journal.
